As there are no formal examinations for grade 1 to 4 on-going evaluations and conducted throughout the year.
Progress reports are prepared on the basic  of continuous observations considering classroom participation,
project work, presentations, interest in subjects, participation in activities are attendance.

The annual consolidated result is calculated out of 200 Marks and then averaged to 100.
Students writing the ICSE and ISC Board Examination are expected to observe the following rules:

The minimum attendance required to qualify for the board exam is 75%. Any student absent for more than
the prescribed days without a valid reason will not be permitted to appear for the exam.
Students must appear for certain tests, examination, and preliminary examinations before writing the
board Examination.
The school will not recommend any student to appear for the Board Examination unless they fulfill the
school’s academic requirements.
Any Students failing in the school exams will not be permitted to appear for the Board Examination.
No retest will be conducted for absent students during any of the above-mentioned exams.
Average marks will be given only for:

      1.  Medical Leaves (certified documents required).
      2. Students on duty from school.
